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On February 4, The Catskill Watershed Corp. (CWC) Board of Directors approved a business loan
and several septic system replacements.
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Phoenicia, N\Y .Maeveds Place opened in Pine Hill, NY in 2017 with
wealth for developmentally and learning -di sabled people.

specialty coffee beverages and a light breakfast and lunch menu of eggs, quiche, salads, and pastries. In ad-

dition, Maevebs offers retail merchandise including coff ec

candy, canvas shopping totes, tee shirts and sweatshirts and private label mustards, jellies, jams, chutneys,
curds, honey and salsa. In addition, they sell novelty merchandise including picnic baskets and backpacks,
board games, and maps. Lastly, they plan to carry the 0Mae
products, to be sold through both wholesale and retail outlets.
Additionally, the CWC Board of Directors awarded funding for the repair or replacement of 15 septic
systems for home owners and businesses in 12 towns in Delaware, Greene and Ulster Counties.
The CWC is a non -profit, Local Development Corporation responsible for several environmental pro-
tection, economic development and education programs in the New York City Watershed West of the Hudson

In September of 2019, Chazen Companies drafted a plan for demolition of Breakey Motors in Walton,
which included a building materials survey, laboratory analysis and monitoring. Designs are now underway
to reconstruct a floodplain on the property, lowering floodwaters in the Village of Walton. The building has
been in the process of being demolished starting at the end of January by Tweedie Construction. The build-
ing is completely down. The process of removing all of the blacktop has begun this week.
